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Introduction

Teaching Guides have been designed to support teachers using We Learn English
Workbooks Pre-Nursery, Nursery, and Kindergarten, and Textbooks 1-8. The primary
objective of these guides is to assist teachers in planning their lessons in a way which
allows them to achieve their learning objectives in a fun and interactive classroom
environment. Each guide contains individual teaching plans, offering a variety of approaches
to learning and teaching.

The Teaching Guides offer:
+ Objectives and Learning Outcomes

These help both teachers and students to focus on imparting and acquiring the concepts
and skills being taught.

+ Teaching methodology

Lesson plans are explained in an easy manner. They aim at providing students with
ample opportunities to interact with the language meaningfully in order to achieve the
learning outcomes. Teacher demonstrations, along with shared reading and learning, are
a prominent feature. A variety of whole class, group, pair, and individual tasks which
involve reading, writing, speaking, and listening actively are also set.

+ Extended activities

Picture flash cards, vocabulary cards, stories, songs, role plays, puzzles, and question
and answer sessions cater to a variety of learning styles. Children practise skills and
concepts in ways which make learning fun and interactive.

A wide range of abilities, interests, and motivations exist in the average classroom. It is not
realistic or practical, therefore, to stick rigidly to any lesson plan or activity outlined within.
Thus, all the suggestions in this guide, allow flexibility and may be adapted depending on
the individual classroom situation.
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Talking about myself

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)
* Welcome Song (Appendix 1a)
* Alphabet Chart Aa-Zz (Appendix 1b)
* The Alphabet Song (Appendix 1c)
* Flash cards A-Z and a-z (Appendix 1d and 1e)
METHOD
Preparation
* Prior to the class, display the Alphabet Chart on the soft board (Appendix 1b).
* Prepare name-cards (3x3 inches), and write the name of each student on each card.
Listening and speaking — Introduction

* Begin the class by welcoming children by singing the ‘Welcome Song’ (Appendix 1a).
Greet each child by calling out their name and handing them their name-card. You can
help the children to place their name card under the respective letter on the Alphabet
Chart (Appendix 1b) with which their name begins. For example, Ayesha begins with A so
her name-card should be placed under the letter A, Bushra under the letter B, and so on.
Repeat until all the students have placed their name-cards under the correct letter.

* Next, display the ‘Alphabet Song’ (Appendix 1c) on the soft board. Give each student a
letter of the alphabet (Aa-Zz) (Appendix 1d and 1e).
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* While the Alphabet Song is being sung, ask each of the students with the respective
letter to come and line up in the front, as the letters are introduced. Ask them to hold up
each letter, so that the students can recognize which letter is being called out. This will
help as a reminder. Repeat the song if you like.

Listening, speaking, and writing — Talking about myself (Page 1)

* Individually, students complete the activity on page 1 of the textbook. Later, in pairs,
student talk with each other about themselves. They can also ask questions from each
other, e.g. What are your hobbies? How many siblings do you have?, etc. Next,
randomly ask a few children to come in front of the class and introduce his/her
classmate to the class.

» Later ask them to paste or draw pictures and complete the activity on page 1
* Teacher reminds the children that given names start with a capital letter.
Classroom activity (Pages 2 to 5)

Note: Do not rush with all the letters at this stage, as you need to just revise and get the
children to recognize them and have them move from one letter to another with plenty of
practice.

* Using the flash card of the letter ‘a’, ask students to name a few things they know that
begin with the letter ‘a’. Write students’ response on the board or flip chart.

* Divide students into groups of four or five. Give each student a brown paper bag with
the letters ‘Aa to Zz’ printed on it. Prior to the class, you need to place inside each of
the bags pictures of items that begin with each letter from Aa to Zz (refer to the
pictures on pages 2 to 5). For example, the letter ‘a’ should correspond with the
picture of an apple or ant, B with the picture of a book or box, and so on.

* Ask each student in the group to match the letter with the corresponding picture for
each of the letters and pictures in the envelope. While students are working in groups,
move around the classroom to facilitate students who need help.

* To conclude the activity, ask each group to come up and share their work.

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RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)
* Welcome Song (Appendix 1a)
* Alphabet Chart Aa-Zz (Appendix 1b)
* The Alphabet Song (Appendix 1c)
* Flash cards A-Z and a-z (Appendix 1d and 1e)
METHOD
Writing (Pages 6 and 7)
* Inform students that they will now practise writing the letters Aa to Ff.

* First write the letters Aa to Ff on the board by drawing each stroke step by step as
shown on pages 6 and 7.

* Ask students to follow you by tracing in the air with their fingers. Repeat if needed.
* Explain the tracing and colouring activity and ask students to do the work.

* Note: First you should only introduce them to the capital letters and then gradually
move on to small letters.

Writing (Page 8)

* Ask students to write letters Aa to Ff in the air repeatedly for few minutes. A few
students can be asked to come up and trace the letters on the board.

* Students can then complete the work on page 8.

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)
* Flash cards A-Z and a-z (Appendices 1d and 1e)

Note: Since the next few pages in the Workbook follow the same format, the teacher can
follow a general plan depending on the class strength and ability of students.
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METHOD
Classroom activity (Pages 9 to 17)

Using the flash card of the letter Gg, ask students to name a few things they know
that begin with the letter ‘g’. Write students’ response on the board or flip chart.

Continue in the same manner for other letters upto ‘z’.

Divide students into groups of 4 or 5. Give each student a brown paper bag with the
letter Aa to Zz printed on it. Prior to the class, you need to place inside each of the
bags pictures of items that begin with each letters Aa to Zz (refer to the pictures on
pages 2 to 5). For example, the letter A to correspond with the picture of an apple or
ant, B with the picture of a book or box and so on.

Ask each student in the group to match the letter with the corresponding picture for
each of the letters and pictures in the envelope. While students are working in groups,
move around the classroom to facilitate students who need help.

To conclude the activity, ask each group to come up and share their work.

Tracing (Pages 9 to 17)

Note:

As all activities follow the same structure, you can follow the plan suggested in
Lesson 2, or make changes depending on the level of your class.

For each group of letters, explain the task as required. You can read and
explain the instructions and work some examples on the board.

Explain the correct movement as shown in the workbook, for writing each letter.

Ask students to follow you by tracing in the air with their fingers. Repeat if
needed.

Explain the tracing and colouring activity and ask students to do the work.

Note: First you should only introduce them to the capital letters and then
gradually move on to small letters.

These activities can be taught approximately over 4 days.

Writing (Pages 11, 14, and 17)

Note:

Inform students that they will now practise writing the letters Gg-Zz.

First write the letters on the board by drawing each stroke step by step as shown in
the book.

Ask students to follow you by tracing in the air with their fingers. Repeat three or four
times.

Later, students complete the writing tasks.
This activity is to be taught approximately in 4 days.

Reading and writing — Matching capital letters and small letters (Page 18)

Divide children in small groups. Provide each group with an envelope containing
capital and small Aa-Zz (Appendices 1d and 1e).
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* In a large group, demonstrate the activity by taking out the letter card A (capital letter)
and the corresponding letter card ‘a’ (small letter) from the envelope.

* Ensure you have one envelope for each group. Emphasize on the sounds as you
match each capital and corresponding small letter.

» Distribute an envelope to each group and invite children to match the capital letter
and small letter cards.

» Later, complete the activity on the page 18 of the textbook and read the letters and
sounds.

LESSON 1
OBJECTIVES
* Talk about family members

LEARNING OUTCOMES

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)
* Welcome Song (Appendix 1a)
* Alphabet Chart Aa-Zz (Appendix 1b)
* Name cards for each student
* Word cards (Appendix 2a)
METHOD
Listening and speaking — Introduction
* Prior to the class, display the Aa-Zz Chart on the soft board (Appendix 1b)
* Prepare cards, 3x3 inches in size, and write the name of each student on each card.

* Begin the class by welcoming children by singing the ‘Welcome Song’ (Appendix 1a).
Greet each child by calling out their name and handing them their name card. You
can help the children to place their name card under the respective letter with which
their name begins. For example, Ayesha and Ahmed begin with A so their name cards
will be placed under the letter A, Bushra and Bilal begin with B so their name cards
will be placed under the letter B, and so on. Repeat until all the children have placed
their name cards under the correct letter.
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Listening and speaking — Talk about family members (Page 19)

Prior to the class, ask student to bring a photo of their family to school.

Ask the students to work in pairs. Using their family photos, students talk about their
family members. They can share details with their peers, e.g. members in their family,
their names, what they like about their family, etc.

Later, ask them to paste or draw the picture of their family on page 19.

Then, ask a few children to come in front of the class to introduce themselves and talk
about their family. For example, My nameis ., My name begins with the
letter ____ |, etc.

Remind the children that given names start with a capital letter.

Listening, speaking, and reading — Story time, The baby rabbits (Page 20)

Display word cards (Appendix 2a) on the soft board, and help them to read and
recognize these words. Ask the children to sit in a circle. Tell them that today they are
going to hear a story about baby rabbits given on page 20.

Ask them to look at the pictures and guess what the story is going to be about. Ask
the following questions:

a. What do you see in the pictures?
b. What do you think is going to happen next in the story?, etc.

Emphasizing on the ‘f’ sound, read the story, stopping a few times to ask them to
predict what will happen next. At the end of the story you can ask these questions:

a. What is the name of the two baby rabbits?

b. What did Fluffy and Fred like to do?

c. Did you enjoy the story? Why?
Talk about the children’s family members and tell them that animals also have families.
Ask the children to retell the story in simple words.

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)

Word wheels made on chart paper, similar to ones given on pages 22 and 23, and
corresponding pictures

Flash cards (Appendix 1e)

METHOD
Listening, speaking, and writing — Vowels and Consonants (Page 21)

To revise vowels and consonants, divide the board into two sections, and write the
headings vowels and consonants. Ask each student to look at the Alphabet Chart and
name any letter. If a student says a vowel clap your hands and write the letter under
the vowel section. If a student says a consonant, stamp your feet and write it under
the consonant section. Continue until all the letters of the alphabet a-z, are written on
the board.

Now pointing at the letters under the vowel heading, children read out the vowels. Tell
them that these letters a, e, i, 0, and u are vowels. Likewise, do the same for the
consonants. Tell children that the other remaining letters are consonants.

Later, ask children to brainstorm words that start with each vowel or have vowels in
them. Write the words next to the letters to which they belong.

Students complete the writing task on page 21.

Reading and writing — Making new words (Pages 22 and 23)

Explain to the children that they will be making simple three-letter words ending with
the ‘at’, ‘an’, and ‘in’ using the word wheel and that you will be supporting them as
they work. The ‘at’, ‘an’, and ‘in’ word wheel and words are on page 22 and 23 from
the textbook.

In a large group, demonstrate the activity by taking out the three-letter word building
set and word wheel with the corresponding picture card from the envelope. Ensure
you have one envelope for each group of students.

Show the children how to make words from this set with the help of the picture cards
and word wheel. For example, if the set has a picture of the word ‘cat’, hold up the
picture and turn the word wheel to find the letters c-at to make the word; place the
completed word next to the picture.

Divide the children in small groups giving them sets of letters a-z (Appendix 1e). First ask
the children to separate the vowels and consonants in two piles. Then, ask them to use
these letters to make words. They can then share the words they have made in class.
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* Distribute to each group of students an envelope containing the three-letter word
building set and the word wheel with the corresponding picture cards. Invite children
to make the words with the help of the picture cards.

* Blank cards can be included in the envelope. On these blank cards, the children can
write other words ending with the letter ‘at’, ‘an’, and ‘in’.

* Later, complete the activity on pages 22 and 23 and help the children to read the words.

METHOD
Listening and speaking — Words beginning with ‘b’ and ending with ‘at’ (Page 24)
* Prepare flash cards of the words given on page 24 of the textbook. (Appendix 2b)

* Divide children into groups of 4 or 5. Provide each group with an envelope. Prior to
the class, place small cards with pictures and words inside each envelope.

* Ask children to match the appropriate word and the picture card. For example, the
picture of a bird will be matched with the word, bird.

* To conclude the activity, randomly ask children to share their work with the whole
class. You can first demonstrate the activity with the class and then ask them to
complete the task as a group ensuring that each student gets an opportunity to do the
activity.

* Later, ask children to complete the activity on page 24 by circling the words beginning
with ‘b’ and ticking the words that end in ‘at’.

Listening, speaking, and reading — Rhyming words (Page 25)

* Ask children to complete the activity on page 25. After the children have filled in the
blanks, they can read the poem aloud and the teacher can emphasize the rhyming
words.

* Later, ask children to circle the rhyming words in each line.

* To conclude the activity, ask children to recite any familiar poem with actions and clap
when they hear a rhyming word.
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Listening and speaking — Rhyming words (Page 26)

* Prepare flash cards of the words and picture given on page 26 or write them on the
board. (Appendix 2c)

* In groups of 4 or 5, ask children to match each picture with the word. For example,
match the picture of a cat with the word ‘cat’.

* You can first demonstrate the activity in class, and then, ask the children to complete
the task as a group, ensuring that each student gets an opportunity to do the activity.

* Later, ask children to complete the activity on page 26 by tracing the word that
matches each picture.

* Help children to read each word clearly so that the children can understand the
correct pronunciation of the word and repeat after you.

METHOD
Listening, speaking, and reading — Story time, ‘Bhalu the bear’ (Page 27)

* Have the children seated in a circle. Tell them that today they are going to hear the
story, ‘Bhalu the bear’, given on page 27. Show them the word cards (Appendix 2d)
and also write these words on the board — Bhalu, bed, bear, big, brown, bear, bee,
buzz, and broke. Help them to read these words.
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* Then, ask them to look at the pictures and guess the story. Ask the following questions:
a. What do you see in the pictures?
b. What do you think the story is about?, etc.

* Emphasizing on the ‘b’ sound, read the story, stopping a few times to ask them to
predict what will happen next. At the end of the story ask the children: What was the
name of the bear? What had happened to Bhalu? How did he react? Did you enjoy
the story? What did you enjoy the most? Why?

* Ask student to read and underline the words beginning with the letter ‘b’.
Listening, speaking, and writing — Making new words (Page 28)
* Have the children seated in a circle. Brainstorm with the children about words ending
with ‘ad’ and ‘ed’.
» Ask children to complete the activity on page 28 by adding ‘ad’ and ‘ed’. Help them to
read the words.

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)

* Word wheels made on chart paper similar to ones given on pages 22 and 23 and
corresponding pictures

* Word cards (Appendix 2e)
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METHOD
Listening, speaking, and writing — Vowels (Pages 29, 30, and 31)

Recall the sounds of ‘a’ and ‘e’. Ensure that the children can differentiate between the
two sounds. Brainstorm the words that have the ‘a’ and ‘e’ sounds.

Prepare word cards of the words on page 29 (Appendix 2e) or write them on the
board. In pairs, ask students to insert the missing vowel to complete each word. A few
children can be asked to come and share the words with the class.

Later, should students, complete page 29.

Next, ask them to trace the words on page 30 and then write some words of their own.
Children can be referred to the words on the board from the brainstorming activity.

Recite the poem given on page 31 with actions and ask the children to repeat after
you.

Classroom activity - Families (Page 32)

Introduce children to the concept of other families like animals, insects, musical
instruments, zoo animals, etc. This will help to enhance vocabulary and understanding
of grouping and classification.

Read page 32 and explain that these things belong to particular groups or families.
For example, desks, tables, chairs, and bookshelves belong to the furniture family;
bananas, apples, grapes, and mangoes belong to the fruit family; and potatoes,
carrots, spinach, and cucumbers belong to the vegetable family.

Ask students to add more words to the furniture, fruit, and vegetable groupings.
Later, students can complete the activity on page 32.
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The animal family

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)

Pictures of animals and their babies

METHOD

Listening, speaking, and reading — Introduction animals and their babies (Pages 33,
34, 35, and 36)

Prepare picture cards of the animals and their babies and display one set on the
board. Talk to children about the animals and what their babies are called.

Divide students into groups of 4 or 5. Provide each group separate pictures of some
animals and their babies. Ask students to match the picture of the animals with their
babies. For example, the picture of a lion will be matched with the picture of a cub.
You can first demonstrate the activity and then ask them to complete the task as a
group, ensuring that each student gets a chance to do the activity. Randomly ask
students to share their work with the whole class.

Then, ask children to complete the activities on pages 33 and 34.

In the same manner, prepare a similar activity by asking children to match the animals
to their homes as given on page 35.

You can also invite children to talk to the class about their favourite animal. For
example, they can name their favourite animal, say what its baby is called, what
sound it makes, what it likes to eat, where it lives, etc.
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Classroom activity — Poem (Page 36)

* Begin by reciting the poem given on page 36 with actions. Ask students to repeat
after you. You can add other animal names and their sounds as you recite the poem.

RESOURCES REQUIRED (TEACHING AIDS)
* Vowel cards (Appendix 1f)
* Pictures of a few things, e.g. hat, mat, cat, hen, tin, etc.
METHOD
Reading and writing — Words with ‘i’ (Page 37)
* Read the ‘id’, ‘ig’, ‘ib’, ‘im’, ‘in’, ‘ip’, and ‘i’ words given on page 37. Ask students to
repeat after you.

* Ask the children to make words ending in ‘id’, ‘in’, ‘ip’, and it’. List the responses on
the board.

* Later, students practise writing some ‘i’ words on page 37. They can share their
words with other students in the class.

Reading - Fill in the missing vowel: a, e, i. (Page 38)

* Divide students in small groups. Provide each group with an envelope containing
vowel cards - a, e, i. (Appendix 1f)

* Write the words as given on page 38, e.g. h__ t and show a picture of a hat. Ask the
children to pick the correct vowel to complete the word h-a-t. If there is time, give
some more three-letter words and ask students to circle the vowels.

* Ask students to complete the activity on page 38.
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Listening, speaking, and reading — Story time, ‘Laila is lost’ (Pages 39 and 40)

Write these words on the board — lion, cub, jungle, and river. Help the students to
read these words. Have the children seated in a circle. Tell them that today they are
going to hear the story, ‘Laila is lost’.

Ask them to read the pictures in their books, and guess what the story is going to be
about. Ask the following questions:

a. What do you see in the pictures?

b. What do you think the story is about? Help them to read the title and guess
what the story would be about.

Read the story, emphasizing on the ‘I’ sound. Stop a few times to ask them to predict
what will happen next. At the end of the story ask these questions: Who is Laila? Who
is her brother? Where do they live? Where does Laila find her family? Did you enjoy
the story? What did you enjoy the most? Why? Retell the story.

Next, read page 40, explain the task, ask students to complete the activity.

As an extension activity students can role-play the story.
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In my garden

* Some leaves and flowers collected from the garden
METHOD
Listening, speaking, and reading — In my garden (Page 41)

* Ask the students to sit in a large circle. Ask them to look at the picture of a garden
given on page 41. Next, ask the following questions:

a. Have you been to a garden?

b. When did you go (time of the day)?
c. What did you see there?

d. What did you do there?

* After that, ask them to name the things they can see in this picture. List their
responses on the board.

Classroom activity — Parts of a plant (Page 41)

* Show the students a picture of a plant. Ask students to name the parts of a plant, e.g.
flower, petals, leaves, stems, and roots. Write these words on the board and help the
students to read them.

* Prior to the class, collect leaves and flowers (one for each child) and ask them to
draw a plant showing the different parts. The students can then paste the leaves and
flowers in their books. Display their work in the class.
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Reading — Words with ‘o’ (Page 42)

* Remind students that ‘0’ is a vowel. Read the ‘ob’, ‘ot’, ‘od’, ‘0g’, ‘op’, and ‘ox’ words
given on page 42.

* Brainstorm with the children about other ‘o’ words. List them on the board. For
example, cob, hob, God, bog, cog, hog, pop, jot, lot, rot, tot.

Writing (Page 42)

* Ask students to practise writing some ‘0’ words on page 42. Ask them to then, share
their words with other students.

* Some common objects like counters, pegs, balls, shells, etc., that can be used for
counting

*  Number cards 1-10 (Appendix 4b)
METHOD
Listening, speaking, and reading — Story time, ‘The tiny fairies’ (Page 43)

* Display the word cards (Appendix 4a) on the soft board. Help students to read the
words and tell them that today they are going to hear the story, ‘The tiny fairies’ given
on page 43.

* Ask them to look at the pictures and guess what the story is going to be about. Ask
the following questions:

a. What do you see in the pictures?
b. What do you think the story is about?, etc.
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Read the story, stopping a few times to ask them to predict what will happen next.
After you have read the story ask the children: What are the names of the two fairies?
Who were they attacked by? What happened to Tip and Toe? Who helped them?

Retell the story.

Give some objects and a set of number cards to the students (Appendix 4b). Tell
them that they will count the objects and place the correct number card beside each
set of objects.

Take out two shells, and say one and two, and then place the number card 2 with the
two shells. Continue with the rest of the objects and number cards 1-10.

Ask the students to do the same activity in groups.

Divide students into groups of 4 or 5. Ensure that each child has a container with
some objects and a set of number cards 1-10. Ask children to place the number cards
in front of them. They should count the objects that represents the number cards and
place them next to the corresponding number card. As the children work, support
them where required.

Later, you can ask the children to complete the activity or activities on pages 44 and 45.

While reading emphasize on the ‘s’ words and sound. After you have read the story,
you can ask these questions.

(bead, shells, etc.) and a set of number cards (Appendix 10a). Inform students that
they will count the beads and match the number of beads to the correct number card.
Demonstrate the activity for the children. Pick up a card and say, ‘one’. Take out one
bead from the container, and say, ‘one bead’, and place it in front of the card.
Continue with the rest of the beads and number cards until 1-10.

Divide students into groups of 4 or 5. Ensure that each child has a basket with objects
(beads, shells, leaves, small toys, etc.) of different kinds and quantity from 1 — 9 and
number cards.

Here you can introduce them to the concept one and many (plural) by indicating the
addition of ‘s’ to the word.

If the students perform that
action then they would be out of the game. The first round can be a practice round to
make sure that all understand the game.

Ask students to form a circle. Give some instructions, e.g. ‘Simon says, touch your
knees’. Look around to see if students are touching their knees. Appreciate them.
Next, say, ‘Clap your hands.’ Look around to see if any student is clapping.
Appreciate the students that remained still, and if anybody did clap, then that student
is out of the game. The last student in the game is declared the winner. Encourage
students to ask questions about the rules of the game. Explain the importance of
following instructions.

Read, discuss, and complete the tasks related to following instructions on pages 119
and 120.

Ask students to share with you some instructions that they need to follow at home
and at school. For example, when their mother asks them to pick up their toys after
they have finished playing or when she calls them to come and have their dinner.

Conclude by reciting the poem, ‘Teddy bear, teddy bear’ again.
