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Introduction
The Teaching Guides for New Get Ahead English series provide 
guidelines for the teacher in the classroom.

•	 an introduction on how to approach New Get Ahead English in class.
•	 suggestions for pre-reading tasks or warm-ups to the main lesson.
•	 suggestions for teaching strategies to facilitate teachers while they 

teach the main lesson.
•	 suggested answers to the exercises in the textbook.

How to Approach New Get Ahead English 
To teach New Get Ahead English in a more constructive way, teachers are 
advised to make classrooms more student-centered. Students are to be 
given a more active role in the classroom, be encouraged to present their 
thoughts and ideas confidently, and be instructed to respect differing 
opinions. In order to achieve this, teachers are to facilitate students so that 
they can take more responsibility for their learning journeys. The following 
summarises the methodology with which all units of New Get Ahead 
English are to be approached to make a classroom more student-
centered:

•	 Students are to be given a chance to work independently and 
collaboratively, i.e., in groups. Real-life examples should be discussed 
by teachers and students. 

•	 Students are to be given tasks where they share opinions with each 
other and with the teacher. They should be encouraged to give reasons 
for their opinions.

•	 Teacher is to role-model the ideals of respect, collaboration, and active 
learning in the classroom. During group discussions, all students are to 
be encouraged to work together.

•	 Teacher is to facilitate students only when directions are needed; most of 
the time, students are to work on their own while reading, writing, and 
discussing the lessons in the specific units.
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Contents and Sequence of the Teaching Guide
The Teaching Guides for New Get Ahead English contain suggestions for 
starting a lesson and provide teaching strategies for each unit. The 
instructional model focuses on exploring background knowledge, where 
students are encouraged to participate actively. 

Recommended schedule for an active and student-centered

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Section I: Teaching Strategies

My Family
Unit overview
In this unit, a boy named Fahad is introducing his family and the animals 
he has in his house. In the second part, children of a neighbourhood are 
described.

Part 1: Suggestions for teaching strategies

Guided group discussion
Students to form groups. Every group to have a maximum of four 
students. Students to discuss basic details about their family life based on 
the following prompts.

Prompts
-	 How many family members do you have and what are their names?
-	 What is a neighbourhood?
-	 What makes a neighbourhood better?
Ask the students to discuss their ideas with the entire class. Teacher can 
ask each group to share their ideas one by one.

While you are reading
Describing people: Each group of students to stand in a pattern, i.e., 
from shortest to tallest. Introduce adjectives related to tall and short. 
Introduce other adjectives that students can relate to, i.e. fast, slow, kind, 
caring, scary, etc. Ask students to use similar adjectives to describe a 
family member. Students to be asked to describe in a complete sentence 
and share their sentences with their group and with the teacher.

UNIT 1
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Animals
Unit overview
Students will read a conversation between Tahir and Asif. The conversation 
is organised in a ‘guess who’ pattern, where Tahir pretends to be an animal 
and Asif tries to guess which animal he is pretending to be.

Part 1: Suggestions for teaching strategies
Think-pair-share
All students to form pairs; every pair to have two students. Every student 
will list down what comes to their mind when they think of an elephant, a 
cat, and a tiger. Every student will share their list with the student they are 
paired with. 
-	 What makes each animal unique?
-	 Which animal among tiger, elephant, and cat do you like best?
Teacher can take responses from every pair to form a list of 
characteristics of all those animals. Teacher will write the list on the board.
While you are reading
Taking and organising notes: Ask students to copy the list of 
characteristics from the board and make a table of similarities and 
differences between these animals.

Read the chapter silently and fill in the following table about similarities 
and differences between animals.

UNIT 2
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Gifts
Unit overview
The unit introduces a family where children receive gifts from their uncle 
who has come from abroad. In the second part, we will also find an 
invitation card where one child invites her classmates to her birthday.

Part 1: Suggestions for teaching strategies
Guided group discussion

Students will be divided into groups of four. They will discuss their thoughts 
about the following.

	 –	 Do you like receiving gifts from your parents, uncles, and aunts?

	 –	 Why do people give each other gifts?

Students will share their responses with the entire class.

While you are reading

Mind mapping

Students will note down how many gifts Uncle Amjad has brought for 
people. They need to make a mind map so that they can see it as a 
summary.

How to make a mind map

Remember mind maps start from a basic idea and expand outwards. 
Students will write the phrase ‘Uncle Amjad’s gifts’ in the middle of a page 
and circle it. Then, they will form different branches from the same circle to 
write what Uncle Amjad has brought for each family member. The drawing 
may look like a sun with many rays. Make sure students understand the 
reasons why mind maps should be used. Some reasons are:

	 –	 To organise thoughts, ideas, and details

	 –	 To summarise a lengthy chapter or lesson

While you are reading

Teachers can do this activity at the end of the lesson. Students will discuss in 
a group of four the following expressions of time.

I live in a big city. OR I live in a small village.

Nowadays I live in a big town.

These days, I live in a small city.

At present / At the moment I am living in a busy city.

For the time being I am living in a small city, but I hope to move soon.

Students will discuss what the highlighted words and phrases mean.

Activity: Using the highlighted words (nowadays, these days, at present, 
for the time being) each student will make four sentences. Teachers need to 
check if students are able to understand the difference.

UNIT 5

Unit overview

The unit describes a family picnic. Students need to pay attention to what 
people are doing and the use of simple present tense.

Part 1: Suggestions for teaching strategies
Brainstorming

Students to think about where they would like to go on a picnic; a 
farmhouse, a lake, seaside, another city or village, or somewhere else. 
They should discuss why they want to go there and what they would do 
when they are at that place. Students to take notes of their discussion.

While you are reading

Students to read the text silently. Afterwards, they will compare their 
activities with the activities presented in the book, and note the similarities 
and differences in the plans they made and the way a picnic plan is given 
in the books.

Students will work in a group (four students in each group) and think about 
how much money is likely to be spent and how they can save money while 
going to a picnic. 

UNIT 6
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Good Deeds
Unit overview
The first part of the unit describes the extraordinary personality of Fatima 
Jinnah. The second part of the unit describes the importance of helping 
our fellow human beings.

Part 1: Suggestions for teaching strategies

Guided group work
Students to work in groups of four and make a list of notable women who 
have made a name for themselves in any field of work. For example: Mary 
Curie was a renowned scientist and Dr Ruth Pfau was an extraordinary 
doctor who helped thousands of poor patients in Pakistan. Students can 
use a library, be given newspapers, and talk to other people to know more 
about such important personalities.

While you are reading
Summarising the main ideas: Students to work in groups and note down 
all important points about the life of Fatima Jinnah. They will then 
summarise their points and make a mind map.

In the second part, students need to discuss the following topic:

-	 What can students do to help their school teachers?
Creating a school help plan: Ask students to list down all the important 
points that they have discussed. As a second step, ask students to select 
the four most important points about helping others from their list. 
Students will discuss in groups how they can implement these four ideas 
in their school. All suggestions will be discussed with the entire class. At 
the end of the discussion, each group of students is to make a plan to 
implement one suggestion to help their school.

UNIT 7
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Our Country
Unit overview
The unit focuses on the theme of patriotism. The first part highlights the 
unique qualities of Pakistan and the second part is a story about two 
friends planning to celebrate the independence day of Pakistan.

Part 1: Suggestions for teaching strategies

Think-pair-share
Students to work in pairs, i.e. two students should work together. Every 
student will think about how they celebrate Independence Day and how 
they can make celebrations more fun. After this, they will share their 
thoughts with their partner. Teacher needs to ask each pair about their 
suggestions to celebrate Independence Day. As a class, discuss:

-	 Why is Independence Day important?
-	 Why do people love their country?
-	 How do we celebrate 14th August?
-	 How can we make 14th August celebrations more fun?

While you are reading
Finding a theme: Students to work in a group of four. All students to 
highlight the main points and take notes of important ideas while they read 
the following from Unit 8: Independence Day of Pakistan and A Helpful 
Friend. Based on their notes, students to note their responses for the 
following.

-	 What are the similarities between Independence Day of Pakistan and A 
Helpful Friend?

-	 Is there an idea which is given more importance?
