a park is a public place. We share the facilities with other people. It will not be fair if we leave it
dirty for others or break things. After having sweets, biscuits, or chips, the wrappers should be
thrown in the dustbin. If a dustbin is not available, the rubbish should be brought home and
thrown in the dustbin. Rubbish makes a park look ugly. Emphasise that it is the responsibility
of each visitor to keep the park clean, not to pluck flowers or destroy the swings, benches, etc.

Development (15 minutes)

Read pages 16 and 17 from the textbook, highlighting the importance of maintaining
cleanliness at the park.

Encourage the class to listen attentively, asking occasional questions to keep them engaged.

Have a discussion on Responsibility: After reading, lead a class discussion on why keeping a
park clean is everyone’s responsibility.

Emphasise not plucking flowers, breaking swings, or damaging benches.

Introductory Activity (15 minutes)

Start the class with an activity: keep two glasses of water, one glass with clean and clear
water, the other one with dirty water. Ask students the difference between the two; which one
would they want to drink? Then show them a picture of a clean place and another one which
shows heaps of rubbish on the roadside. Ask them where they would want to live.

Development (15 minutes)
Introduce the topic by highlighting the importance of cleanliness and good health. Ask students how
they keep themselves clean and what they do to remain healthy and smart. Emphasise the necessity
of drinking clean water. Dirty water is a carrier of many diseases, thus drinking water should be

clean and at least 6 glasses of water should be drunk daily. A clean and healthy person will have less
chances of catching a disease. To remain healthy, it is very important to live in a clean environment.
Emphasise the importance of cleanliness, not just of self, but also of the surroundings in which we
live. Ask students what they do to keep the environment clean. Brainstorm ideas to further improve
the environment. Explain to them that their classroom and the school should also be kept clean. After
taking their suggestions on how this can be done, tell them that rubbish should always be thrown in
the dust bins. There should be no wall chalking. Desks and chairs should not be written on or spoilt

in any manner. The school belongs to them and the way they keep it speaks about them. Read the
lesson with students. Explain the meaning where required. Discuss the pictures.

Conclusion (5 minutes)

Revise the lesson with students by asking them why it is important to drink clean water.

These could be things like taking a bath
at least once a day, washing their face in the morning, brushing teeth at least twice a day,
especially before going to bed, washing hands every time before and after eating. Please tell
them they must wash their hands with soap and water after visiting the washroom. Do a short
recap of the last lesson. Ask students why the water we drink should be clean. Ask why the
environment should be kept clean.

Development (15 minutes)

Explain that just like cleanliness of self and the environment is important, there are many other
things that are important for good health. One of them is a healthy diet. We must eat fresh, clean,
and healthy food. We should drink lots of water as well. Milk is very important for children; it
gives us healthy bones and teeth. In addition to all this, playing outdoors in fresh air is important
for good health. It keeps us active, makes our bodies strong and gives it the strength to fight
infections. It is also fun! One last thing which will keep us healthy is getting enough rest. Children
must never stay up late. They need to rest their bodies so that they get their energy back for the
next day. Also, if they sleep late and wake up early for school, they’ll feel drowsy the whole day.
They will not be able to pay attention to studies and even play. Explain that when one has a
healthy lifestyle and lives in a clean environment, there are very few chances of becomingiill as
germs live in dirt. Tell them what healthy diet means and name some healthy things like fruit,
vegetables, meat, roti, milk, and eggs that should form part of their diet.

Engage the students by allowing them to name different vehicles they see (cars, buses, trucks,
motorbikes). Explain that today they will learn how to be safe around traffic and understand
important signals and signs.

Ask students if they know what traffic lights are and if they can identify their colors: red,
yellow, and green. Show Visuals: Display a picture of a traffic light and explain the meaning of
each color: Red: STOP, Yellow: GET READY, Green: GO

DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITY (25 minutes)

Ask the class why it is important to follow traffic lights. Discuss how traffic lights help drivers
and pedestrians know when to stop and go. Introduce the concept of pedestrian safety—
especially the importance of waiting for green signals at pedestrian crossings.

Show pictures of common road signs and discuss their meanings:
STOP, SLOW, NO HORN, ZEBRA CROSSING

Ask students to explain why it is important for drivers and pedestrians to understand these
signs. Divide the class into small groups. Provide each group with chart paper and markers or
crayons. Ask them to draw different traffic lights and road signs they learned about. Encourage
them to illustrate one scenario for each sign or signal. Once finished, have each group present
their drawings to the class and explain what their sign or signal means.

Conclusion (5 minutes)

Encourage students to make a personal commitment to follow these rules. They can say it
aloud or write it down in their notebooks (“I will always stop at a red light,"“I will look both
ways before crossing the street,” etc).

Ask the students to describe
the Earth. Tell them that the Earth is a planet, and it is our home. It is round in shape, just like
the globe. Ask them to notice the blue part. It shows the oceans. Explain what an ocean is.
Land in shown in brown in their books, but the globe or map you are using may show it in
different colours. Explain that the coloured part is land and that is where we live. Point out
that there is more water than land on the Earth. If possible take students out in the open “Let’s
look up at the sky and share what we see during the day! Can anyone tell me what is in the
sky besides clouds?”“Now, let’s think about nighttime. What can we see in the sky at night, and
where does our light come from during the day?”

Development (15 minutes)

Refer to the illustration of the Earth in the book on page 38 . Ask the students what the blue
and brown parts show. After getting the answers, ask any two students to read the lesson
aloud. Explain the uses of land: we live on land, make our homes on land; grow vegetables,
plants, fruits, and crops on land. Land has many features like mountains, hills, rivers, and lakes.
There is life in the oceans of the world as well. Plants and animals live in the oceans. Name
some sea animals like sea horse, octopus, shark, etc.
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Help students read the lesson. Explain that during daytime everything looks bright because
the Sun is shining. Sometimes clouds cover the Sun. We usually work during the day in the light
of the Sun. After sunset till sunrise is night time. The Moon usually appears in the sky. We can
see stars as well but they look very small. Tell students that actually they are much larger than
the Moon. They look smaller because they are very far away. Our Sun is also a star. It is the
nearest star to Earth. That is why it appears larger than the Moon and stars.

Conclusion (5 minutes)

Ask students to think about what they learned in today’s lesson. Pose the question: “What is
one thing you find interesting about the Earth?”

Introductory Activity (15 minutes)

Show students pictures of various means of transport like bus, rickshaw, van, car, school

bus, airplane, ship, and helicopter. Let them guess the topic of today’s lesson. Some will use
important words like traffic and maybe even transport. Praise children who use such words.
Next ask them to identify the different means of transport in the pictures. Ask them about the
mode of transport they use every day for coming to school.

Ask them to name the means of transport used for carrying load, e.g. trucks, vans, pick-ups,
donkey carts, etc. Ask what will one do if they want to go to the other side of the river? Discuss
water transport.

Conclusion (5 minutes)

Recap the day’s learning by asking: “What was your favourite type of transport discussed
today?”“Why is transport important?”.

Introductory Activity (15 minutes)

Begin by asking students to name the different kinds of transport they saw on the road; also
those shown in pictures in the last class. Ask them if they saw any in the air. Give a recap of the
previous lesson. Ask students what means they would use to travel within the city, to another
city, to another country. Explain that for travelling within the city, the means of transport can
be a rickshaw, a motor car, bike, cycle, or a bus, wagon, coach, or mini bus, etc. If a person has
to travel to another city, they can travel by air, or by road. Travelling to another country is
possible by air, road, or seq, in a boat or a ship. In villages sometimes people use animals for
moving from one place to another. Just like people, goods or things are moved from one place
to another on trucks, trains, or cargo airplanes.

Development (15 minutes)

Ask students: “What kinds of transport did you see on the road today? “Can anyone name a
transport they saw in the air?” Write down their responses on the whiteboard, categorising
them under “Land,”“Air," and “Water” transport. Use the pictures or flashcards to aid discussion
and introduce any modes they haven’t mentioned. After discussing their ideas, explain that
transport can be grouped into different categories based on where they operate. On chart
paper, draw three columns labelled “Land,”“Air,” and “Water.” Invite students to help categorise
the flashcards into the appropriate columns. Discuss each transport mode briefly, explaining
where it is usually found (e.g., trucks on the road carrying goods, airplanes in the sky for long
distances).

Conclusion (5 minutes)
Explain the importance of transport in our lives and moving goods.
